· Have God’s promises to save failed if there is rampant unbelief? 

Interrogative Question:     
· Illus. Jonah disease: ’God, I really don’t care if you judge them!’; Matt 12:40,41 
· Q. How do we genuinely care about lost people?   
· My aim is to show you what Paul says about loving lost people… 

II. Christ’s Tenderness Enables Us (1-3) ‘…truth in Christ…witness of the Holy Spirit…I have great sorrow in my heart… ’ (1,2)
1. Context
· A dramatic shift from chapter 8 
· God’s sovereignty and human responsibility will ‘collide’ in these chapters
· The ‘problem’ the end of Romans 8 presents…answered now
· The question that governs chapters 9-11: How can we know nothing will separate us from the love of Christ (when His chosen people Israel) are separated from Christ?

2. Framing the Text (Chapters 9-11)
· 9:1-5 – The privileged position of the Jewish people…but their present ‘lost-ness’ 
· 9:6-13 – Ok, so has God’s Word then failed? What about all the promises?
· 9:14-18 - Has God been unfair?
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· 9:19-33 – God has it and this is why Israel failed…the Gentiles will now receive it  
· Then 10 and 11 – The reason for the failure, Gentiles need to be careful
